School library 2.0
Joyce used to think of library stores as grocery stores, but now kitchens
Not just places where you get stuff, but now places to hang out, places where you make stuff, taste, smell, collaborate, invent new recipes, make a mess sometimes, share, have one big mixing bowl
Apps pantry
A lot of new physical stuff, not just books, magazines, but also headsets, tripods, flip cameras, all that they need to communicate their research
Libratory
Who is the librarian?
The master chef, the one who teaches the other chefs
Join the tribe?
We have power despite all the stuff that gets in the way, we can communicate and have the passion
We can create, do, make change despite major organizations above you
New tools workshop wiki (Joyce)
School library websites: examples of effective practice – sharing what people are doing, best tools for information fluency, pathfinders, best presentations, all can be shared. Joyce invites Australians to join.
TL virtual café – elluminate
Try to set this session up or join, ask Joyce to help with times
Sharing elearning at MESC (Lyn Hay)
All different ways we can get together as tribes
There is no textbook for what we are doing now
We feel this, we’re scrambling. But all these resources are like a cookbook, we are writing this cookbook as a tribe
Front door for virtual space – Joyce’s wiki glogster. Library information center.
We need to have a virtual presence as librarians. 
Reading 2.0
Using technology to promote books – not to replace them
Promoting and improving reading
Kindle
Aviary? Labels inserted into the back of book for where kids can go after reading book
Buffy Hamilton – she creates Delicious bookmarks to guide them in their reading in lit circles
Wordles to create genre clouds, eg mystery writers. Kids make these.
We can take Joyce’s but we can also make some for Australian writers.
Dewey wordles Go to the advanced screen to fudge the results numbers. Tilda changes things.
Get kids to do movies about returning books – really  funny
Go animate
Kids start poster campaigns  to promote reading of certain books
Kid book portals, encourages kids to write their own books and share (big universe)
Audience matters, kids love knowing that other people can read their work and comment
Mixbook – effective for student writing
Grabbing cc images and have kids put together books,a nd have archive for these
Storybird – artists contribute their work
Isuu – save file and put it up and have thumbnails, and flips like a book
So you should have an audience for all the work you do, this is all part of your digital footprint. 
Stuff archived in their wikis
International Children’s Digital Library, - mostly picture books, different languages, LOTE classes practise reading fluency, 2nd language learning, read in their target language
Creating online bookshelves – embed ebooks on wiki page, eg Shelfari, Librarything, Glogster, use glogster to collect book covers for romance, etc. can add audio and do booktalks, get the kids to do it.
Glogster Edu – safe space to share these posters, shareable, don’t take up school space
Glogster page – kids’ book reviews on one page.
Google books amazing tool for instruction. Easy way to embed books, eg Hamlet project , had full text of Hamlet on the wiki page, etc. Excellent way to get text on a page (maybe ning for year 12s)
Book box – 
When embed code, look at height and width to make it look good
The Monarch Award – features books coming into her library
Joyce have gathered all the classics full-text onto wiki page. 
Browse inside books features, eg Random House – use these
Embed interviews on library website – eg John Green. 
Jon Scieszka – bring him in through interview
Sync – download two free audio books a week
Barnes and Nobles – NOOK study, change in the way we use textbook
Tell kids they can have books on their mobile devices
Ebook readers – so many
Google custom search for ebooks – for kids
Nancy Keene puts out a podcast a day for a book, print talks too. Booktalks quick and simple.
Book trailers for all (Teresa Tower?) – look at trailers, use this
Reading list on Joyce’s wiki – not just a handout, it’s alive and contains kids’ productions as well as collected productions.
Paperback swap – can we do this in Australia, can also share video, etc.
The Unquiet Library 
Create Google forms for suggestions
Use poll daddy to get kids to interact, embed polls regularly for engagement
Skype an author -  reasonable fee for an hour visit
@brightideasblog/aussie-authors    -   wow!
Interface -  keep updating photos to keep kids interested
Monarch Academy Library – wiki
Look at Scotch College blog – is it open?
Voki – welcomes kids and announces
Shannon Miller – uses Diigo to collect resources
Ipl2 – include an ask-a on your library page
The Meebo Bar. Share, chat, customize.  Kids getting Joyce when she’s not there. 
Joyce uses Skype for kids to contact her when she’s in the library and they’re in class.
Text messaging to communicate with TLs 
Research apps are coming out, Gale apps, teach kids to download apps from Apple store, do they have CIA factbook, dictionary.com, TED talks, eg. A rich toolkit.
Pathfinders:
Pathfinder swap on Glogster, see joyce’s page on wiki, embeds Gale widgets on pathfinders, eg novels, short stories, (JStor), 
Eatons Hill State School – uses Delicious as pathfinder tool
Buffy Hamilton, uses LibGuides, community, many unis use it, you can link to other people’s libguides, template for creating pathfinders
Ask students to rate pathfinder through poll
Live Binders – free. Create pathfinders, eg The Odyssey Character study, gather all stuff into one space
NetVibes – info portal, create page for each area of study
Google Sites – for pathfinder, templates
Start a YouTube Channel for your school – link to that channel
Kids to set up an iGoogle page, set up tabs for different subject classes, talk kids through, here’s what we’d like you to have on each page, modeling savvy information behavior, kids create their own portal
Pageflakes – eg. French, centre links to French textbooks, on sides maps, new from Le Monde, all happening in target language.
Database widgets, eg from EBSCO, etc
Widgets for newspapers, customize it with the Age widget builder
Scholastic creates widgets for younger kids
Only 2 clicks.com      put in url, grabs screenshot and puts it up.  Click on share to publish
Jog the web
Weblist (not as easy to use as 2clicks)
Jog the web – gives them one url and embed 
Projects 2.0 projects have changed too
The Unquiet Library – kids’ Youtube channel has what the kids have produced
Gizmoz
Blabberize
Dan McDowell brilliant simulations. Kids create rich wiki, with each student responsible for each area of learning to share learning
YouTube Bone Crunchers
Photopeach – stories told by younger children
Teach good powerpoint, only use blank template, no bullet points, no clip art
Transparent – share students’ work regularly
Wallwisher. Content analysis of sitcoms. Used coding system eg for gender, race, stickynotes were coded. Make kids register so they don’t use anonymous sticky notes
Kids created textbooks. Feedback from kids about assignment, what they liked, didn’t
Knowledge Building Centre – David ?  
Set up Flickr galleries, gallery exhibits in the library, library curates this, along with physical exhibit. (Can we do this for art, poetry?) 
Essays displayed on library website
Put up Professional dev on library webpage so teachers can see it
Presentations up on slideshare – share with everyone
Joyce takes pictures of kids and every kid in school and put them up on library webpage.
Put annual report up online – makes a huge difference, making people aware of what is happening in your library
(must have a look at what Buffy Hamilton is doing!)
