Research 2.0 – critical thinking, 
Students don’t often know what they had found online, ie. Scholarly journal, blog etc.
Research can be transparent, interactive, more meaningful
David Loertscher’s knowledge building centres
Get involved as kids are researching
Mschweppeseniorseminar wiki
Showed student how to subscribe rss feeds, …
Hashtags – how to search real time web We need to teach this type of searching
Hashtags will pull up info in search, like a keyword, works better in real world search
Real time search tools
Mashpedia – gathers realtime news and documents.  Not only Wikipedia article, twitter, images, articles from associated press, blog updates, websites, ebooks, suggestions for other hashtags and keywords
For middle and highschool a new option for searching – kids need to  know about it
Quintura – is social search engine for younger children
Twurdy – for differentiation works well, coded in different colours of orange. 
SearchCredible.com  - suggests to learner academic search tools, eg wolfram alpha, google scholar, jstor, intute, etc.
Great wiki page of Joyce’s – all different Google search possibilities, we can grab the widget and embed it ourselves
Wonder wheel – what to do with the info after search, facilitates brainstorming, provide exciting mindmapping.
Google squared – type in philosophers – list of philosophers and list of criteria, and you can get more criteria, and add in right column, save squares and start again. Great for starting out on topic and you want to know what else there is.
Google news timeline – type in Chernobyl. Search by decade, eg. Look for large articles, add query.
Great tool for contemporary news searches, kids need richer search kits.
Widget – search tools for kids (can grab this widget)
Only 2 clicks – new kinds of pathfinders, search tools, put together thumbnail pages, can add notes to these things. Will give it a url.

Kids’ video search
How to setup rss feeds, eg from ebsco, set up feed which will go to their search box
Beyond Google – digital books: embed and free, print it out for workshops
Gale Apps – 
Pathfinder swap – share best pathfinders, not reinvent wheel. People will join and share.
Google custom searches – if you want kids to only search certain sites, eg only zoo and aquarium sites.
